though this is by no means
real black metal (It wasn’t
even really a genre when this
album was made in ‘82) it is
very heavy and aggressive for
its time.

It kicks off with the title track...

a great song but makes as
much sense as a sack full of
drunk badgers. One moment
Cronos is shouting about nu-
clear warfare, the next about
cranking up his amps, & then
about “black leather hounds,
faster than sound”... what

in holy hell is a black leather
hound? Even if the lyrics make
little sense, it is hard not to
bang your head & scream

“lay down your souls to the
gods rock and roll!” during the
chorus. “To Hell and Back”

is a relatively good track,
though once again, the lyrics
sound like something a drunk
Satanist would yell at a church
with no one in it.

The next track is buried alive
(although 1 would lump in the
track after it as it leads into
it) which while very slow, it
has a very nice atmosphere

to it. Raise the Dead is really
just the faster third of this
song, and while simple is still
memorable. Teacher’s Pet,
while honestly not one of my
preferred tracks on this record,
it is worth listening to for the
sheer hilarity (it’s basically
about some kid having weird
detention sex with his teach-
er). Considering though that
the rest of the album is about
Satan’s socks and how cool
a colour black is, it makes me
wonder if the band wrote this
song as a bet to someone.
“Hey man, bet you 5 quid | can
put a song about having sex
with my teacher in an aloum
that has nothing to do with
that, and no-one will notice”.
Considering Venom may have
been the first band to write

a song about this with most
of the metaphor gone, they
may have unwittingly inspired
all those weird pornogrind
bands and f*cked up Cannibal
Corpse songs most people
try to forget exist. God damn
it Venom, metal was weird
enough already...

Movember is that magical time of year in which folks let
their beards grow much longer than they really should. As
it so happens men (and a few women) in Northern Europe
have a tendency to grow amazing beards. And as we all
know, black metal has a cult following (pun intended) in
Northern Europe being very popular among its beardos.
To tie this all together, as it so happens this album coined
the term black metal, and many claim that Venom was a
leader in the first wave of black metal.

Now, what | must address is that this album is far from the
sound of any black metal I've ever heard, in fact it sounds
more like a speed metal aloum to me. However, even

of the songs on the second
side are straight up thrashers.
Sacrifice, Heaven’s on fire and
Leave me in Hell are catchy
as... well, hell. Countess
Bathory and Don’t Burn the
Witch are two of my favorite
tracks on this album. Both of
which have neck-snapping
riffs and great “scream along”
choruses.

Overall, this album kicks
some serious demonic ass,
and while the songs are
generally not very complex,
this album finds its strength

in its simplicity. | don’t really
see this albums influence on
black metal outside of the
name, however its influence
on thrash is obvious, from the
harsh vocals to riffs that break
the headbangability scale.
And considering that it was
released a year before Metalli-
ca’s debut (which is largely
regarded as the beginning of
thrash), this is the go to album
for you Europeans who want
to prove that you invented
thrash, and | would probably
have to agree with them.

THE TEMPLES OF SYRINX
Rock geniuses Rush predict a dystopian future where music is
abolished. Maybe because bands like Rush kept making 30 minute
rock songs. Jokes aside. The first 2 ‘movements’ of 2112 are so good.

5. BUREAUCRATS - GROWN UP AGE
Ottawa’s homegrown heroes of 70s punk rock. The A-side of their
only 45.

6. FIRST BASE - 'M A STRANGER
This infectious pop jam was recorded here in Ottawa by Targ’s own
Yogi! I'll hype this band this the day I die.

7. PINBALL SUMMER - PINBALL SUMMER SOUNDTRACK
Pinball Summer is a 1980 summer romp about pinball playing teens
and their hilarious misadventures. It’s all partys, pools, pick-ups, but
most of all pinball! The soundtrack was performed by Montreal duo
Jay Boivin & Germain Gauthier. Some Sunday nights you might even
see it playing in Targ on the big screen!

8. TROOPER- RAISE A LITTLE HELL
In Ottawa we don't just raise hell on a Sunday, we raise a little hell.

9. NICK GILDER - SHE’S ONE OF THE BOYS

From the same dude that brought us Roxy Roller. This is the kinda
jam that Toughen Up is built upon. City rock with a studded leather
glove, but underneath is a soft delicate hand.

10. FM - PHASERS ON STUN

A 70s synth-based Can-Con hit complete with synth lasers. Perfect
sound effects for blasting your opponents in Tron, or Star Trek
Pinball.

11. SEDATIVES -CANNOT CALM DOWN
Toughen Up DJs know all about not being able to calm Down. One of
the finest 45s to come out of our city.

12. COLD WARPS - STUCK ON A ISLAND
East coast snotty pop-punk executed to pure perfection.

13. SIMPLY SAUCER - HERE COME THE CYBORGS PT.1

Pysch pre-punk weirdos Simply Saucer and Terminator Pinball will
illustrate to you that the Cyborgs are coming. But it’s up to you to
stop ‘em.

14. STAMPEDERS - JOHNNY LIGHTNING

Calgary’s Stampeders are no strangers to the county fair circuit. From
what I understand, Johnny Lightning is like the Canadian Johnny B.
Goode. But more badass.

15. HELIX - ROCK YOU

“Helix was a wicked concert. I sold a lot of dope at that concert. They
had good lyrics like, "Gimme an R-O-C-K", and the crowd yells
"ROCK" really loud. Now that's a f**kin’ concert! Rush just don't do
stuff like that. They got these lyrics about how trees are talking to
each other and how different sides of your brain works, or outerspace
bullshit.”

19. DIODES - TIRED OF WAKING UP TIRED
Great band and great tune, if only they had known about how

Toughen Up makes waking up tired fun again!

20. S.N.EU. - GET OFF YOUR ASS
...and come out to TOUGHEN UP! each and every Sunday!
